I. Call to Order

· Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.

II. Approval of Minutes

· Charley Frese made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 2, 2007 meeting as presented, seconded by Carolyn Miyasaki, Motion carried.

III. Review Financials

· Discussed HOA Budget; i.e. Snow removal budget discrepancies because of year-end break (December/January snows).

· Discussed HOA liability for open areas and areas around mailboxes.

· Discussed delinquencies of homeowner dues.  Also talked about methods of collection and other options available.

IV. Old Business

· Anthony acknowledged that Advocate Homes had sent a check to us for $1000.00, as reimbursement for damage done to Out lot A. Original bill was $1273.00.  Issue was closed.

· City of Firestone is having a meeting on March 14th to discuss incorporation and design of Out lot A into the city park system.  Agreed to send out postcard reminders to homeowners---hoping someone will go to the meeting.

· Anthony discussed results of the fence survey from Power Surveying.  At this time, the paperwork and maps were not completed.  It was determined that the fence lies primarily on the property line of each homeowner.  He stated that general practice is that the fence then becomes a shared expense of the individual owner and the HOA.  

· Also discussed Article IV, Section 8, and Article VIII, Section 2(a) regarding maintenance and replacement of the fence.

V. New Business

· Marie Healy wanted to discuss this year’s Community Yard Sale.  The group decided that June 9th would be the chosen date. Marie already has a few signs that we can use.  Sunridge will place the ad in the paper.  It was also decided to ask the Westview HOA if their members would also like to participate---at no cost to them.  Postcards or notification will be sent out about 3 weeks to month ahead of time.

VI. Merger Business

· We have been notified that the Westview HOA is now ready to begin talks with the Sunridge HOA about merging the associations.   Sunridge Board Members generally agreed that Tuesday evenings usually work best for them; we suggested March 20th as the first meeting.  No location was set. Also discussed having a couple of homeowners present with our Board at these meetings to give us the same number of people for input as Westview.
