Call to Order

Meeting called to order at 6:51 pm.

Special Business

Pete Ditmon from the City of Firestone spoke about the city’s plan to convert Outlot C into a park, and tie it into the Firestone Trail.  The board gave Pete various information about the area, especially about the existing irrigation tap, which should help speed the process.  Some concerns were raised about the gas well on the adjacent Outlot O, which is owned by the Developer.  Anthony will forward maps of the area, and bids the association has obtained to Pete to help him inform the trustees.  Pete and the Board will remain in touch as things move forward.

Minutes

A motion was made by Jeff to approve the January minutes as presented, seconded by Alan.  Motion Carried.

Financial Statements

February 2007 financial statements were reviewed.  Overall things look good.  The “Office Expense/Supplies” will be broken out come March and re-named “Copies” and “Postage” to more clearly show what the various expenses are.  A motion to accept the financial statements as presented was made by Chris, and seconded by Alan.  Motion carried.

Delinquencies were discussed.  

Manager’s Report

After some discussion with the Developers attorney, the warranty deeds are being re-drafted so the appropriate lots are transferred to the association.  Outlot O remains an item of concern.  The association’s attorney will be advised that he should continue to push for reimbursement from the taxes paid by the association in 2006.  

No word has been received from Noble Energy about their vacant lots, and the debris accumulating on them.  They will be send a final 30 day warning before the area is cleared at their expense. 

Old Business

Jeff raised a concern about the cost involved to merge the two associations, as conversations with homeowners in other communities have led him to believe it could be prohibitively expensive.  The attorney has quoted the associations a $3000-$5000 total cost.  The board’s recent merger meeting has adequately prepared them to move forward with Sunridge’s board.  Dates for a merger meeting will be solicited from both board’s members.

New Business

The new Policy and Procedures for Addressing Disputes with Owners was reviewed and discussed briefly.  It was loaded online for homeowners to view prior to the meeting.  A motion to adopt and approve the policy as presented was made by Chris and seconded by Jeff.  Motion carried.  The policy will take effect immediately.

Scott Love has resigned from the board for personal reasons.  Alan encouraged all board members to talk with friends and neighbors about filling this vacancy.  Anyone interested is encouraged to speak to a current member of the Board, or to attend the next regular meeting.

Next Board Meeting

The next meeting of the Board of Directors of Booth Farms Community Association will be March 27th, 2007 at 6:30 PM, to be hosted by Travis Chapman.

Seeing that there was no further business to discuss, Alan made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Jeff.  Motion Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:00 PM.
